It's the busiest time of year for retailers and we trust that you have all had a very
productive season. The Chamber has been busy as well. We are working on are-
gional meeting with the City of Cold Lake, the MD of Bonnyville and the Town
of Bonnyville, which will aso include major stakeholders in the area. The focus
of this meeting will be about gaining more support from the Provincial and Fed-
eral Governments to assist with the infrastructure needs required with today’s
growth.

Earlier this year the Alberta Chambers of Commerce passed a policy resolution

to recommended the Government of Alberta:

1. Work with provincial stakeholders in developing a comprehensive plan to
address infrastructure renewal and repair. This includes meeting with business
and municipal stakeholders to compile a long-range plan, including specific
timelines, to address infrastructure requirementsin ALL areas of the province.

2. Work with Alberta’ s municipalities in devel oping a plan to address the need for
a revenue-sharing model between the province and its municipalities that
accommodates the growing requirements of municipalities in the area of
infrastructure while maintaining the “ Alberta Advantage” for all.

3. Create a flexible funding model for infrastructure that recognizes regional
differences and needs as exemplified by the Northern Alberta Development
Councils region of Alberta. Enhance the reinvestment percentage of all
supporting infrastructure as related to wealth creation and encourage the
federal government to commiit its share of sustainable funding as related to all
supporting infrastructure.

4. Encourage more collaboration, joint approaches and shared servicesto

reducebusiness costs, for regiona and local governments, that serve the
development needs of all participants.

The Chamber is also in discussions with the City of Cold Lake and local real-
estate agencies to discuss issues surrounding the lack of commercia devel opment
in the area over the last year. The topic of commercial land use and speculators
will be talked about in depth.
