On May 22nd, 2007, Interim President, Russ Robertson, along with 
several Chamber board members, made a presentation to Council on 
the effects a proposed 35% business tax increase would have on the 
local economy. 
 
The group voiced their concerns surrounding the proposed  2007 
mill rate increases that were being put to vote that evening.  The 
delegation expressed their concern that the business community is 
taking on the majority of the tax increase. 
 
 

“ Competitive margins are getting thinner.  Ac-
countable businesses know that there are only 
two ways to improve the bottom line: increase 
revenues or decrease expenses.”  - explained Robertson 
 
 
The group reiterated the importance of maintaining a business 
friendly environment.  Referring to the City’s five year business 
plan, the delegation urged Council to focus on promoting the City of 
Cold Lake as the community of choice for business development.  
The current Council has been aware of the need for major infrastruc-
ture expenditures since shortly after taking office.  It may be the 
time to consider applying the new found money from the regional 
cooperation efforts to reduce the mill rate increases. 
 
The Chamber board of directors realize that everyone must pay their 
fair share of the tax burden to make Cold Lake viable.  That being 
said, we need to give the businesses an ear, an incentive or some in-
dication that we want business in the community. 
 
Business owners employ the residents of this community them-
selves.  The Chamber would like to partner with the City to ensure 
the viability of the community and is in the process of establishing 
regular meetings to discuss business and growth potential. 
 
After deliberation Council voted to reduce the amount of proposed 
tax rate increase on business and residential rates.  New rates are as 
follows:  residential is 8.69 up 13.1% and business 14.59 up 8.5%.
