From a financial perspective 

we felt the slow down in the 

local economy which resulted 

in a slight loss to the Cham-

ber, the largest contributing 

factor to our loss was the 

loss of our tenant 

òEmployAbilitiesó in May. 

With the loss of this reve-

nue, the board took the 

necessary steps to ensure 

ongoing financial viability. 

With that said, we were 

able to form a partnership 

with the City of Cold Lake 

and we are now happy to say 

we have a new home at the 

Tourist Information Centre 

which we manage on behalf 

of the City.  

We continue to work with 

the City and were active 

participants in the business 

revitalization program that 

was recently launched, we 

also have good relations 

with our MLA and weõve also 

lobbied the government for 

a decision on the English 

Bay Campground.  Your 

chamber continues to be 
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2010 Ended with 282 members. This represents approximately 42% of the 

business licenses issued by the City of Cold Lake in 2009.
